Bars 3-4:  Adapt the opening melodic idea bar so that it fits with new chords as shown in the table below:

Fragmentation (two bars) 
Bars 5-6:  Adapt a motivic idea from the presentation (i.e. bars 1-4) for bar 5, and then sequence it down in bar 6.
Cadence (two bars)
Bars 7-8:  Write a generic perfect (V – I) or imperfect (ending on V) cadence to finish your phrase off. 
This is the exact same method that Mozart uses in his Piano Sonata No. 7 in C Major, K. 309, 3rd Movement:
