1. Biographical research and selection: 
To research the life of the writer and identify some (up to five) aspects you have found that reflect on the literary text, to share with the class in September. 

2. Plot and structure(情节和结构 Qíngjié hé jiégòu): 
To understand how the text is built and organised by events and their relationship to each other.

Plot diagram
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(should also consider narrative structure – who is telling the story and from what point in time and action – identifying any changes at particular points in the text.)
3. Characters and relationships 
(人物和人物之间的关系 Rénwù hé rénwù zhī jiān de guānxì)
reactions to characters:
1. must account for what the writer is encouraging readers to think, rather than personal emotional reactions as if they were real. Thus characterisation is closely tied to context and the writer’s themes and concerns. 
2. Tentative arguments that take account of the possibility of interpretation rather than a rigid single reading, will characterise a more sophisticated analytical approach.

4. Reading critical reviews: 
To identify comments on their literary text that you agree with, as well as comments you disagree with, giving reasons for your answer that are rooted in the literary text.
